Concept and Methodology

Current debate on local development highlights
the importance of its place-based dimension.
The emerging approaches (Stimson et al. 2011),
while recognizing that development is framed

by exogenous factors, attribute a much more
significant role to endogenous forces. This
approach has been translated into European
policies and regulations with the concept of
Community Led Local Development (CLLD).
CLLD can mobilise and involve local communities
and organisations to contribute to achieving the
Europe 2020 Strategy goals of smart, sustainable
and inclusive growth, fostering territorial cohesion
and reaching socio-economic policy objectives
(Battaglini 2016).

Governance of the regional development
trajectories are inextricably linked to data.
Interventions, policies and future scenarios

are all based on data generated and analysed
within specific institutional settings, such as
supranational agencies, national agencies and
official statistics. In this sense, the activities of
analysis, publication and diffusion of data and
scenarios actively contribute to shape and delimit
the field of regional development local governance
through external expertise. Whatever the strategy
pursued by decision makers may be (e.g. to
defuse possible conflicts; to enlarge consensus),
procedures of data collection and analysis, as
well as their purpose, tend to be restricted to
within accredited settings and further performed in
institutional loci.

communities.

Territorialisation describes the dynamics and
processes in the context of regional development,
driven by collective intentionality and stretching
beyond localities and geographical or
administrative boundaries.

Operationalisation of the concept of
territorialisation was a methodological challenge
that the “Learning Economies” project addressed
by using different quantitative and qualitative
research methods and techniques. To construct
our CLLD model of intervention in the two Serbian
regions, the following dimensions were analysed:

1. Territorial milieu, based on two main
dimensions - geographical and socio-cultural
proximity;

Process

W1 Setting the scene: introducing concepts and identifying needs of
Serbian regions

The opening presentation, workshop, round table and kick-off meeting of the project were held on
Thursday 26.05.2016. at the University of Belgrade Faculty of Architecture. The representatives of Italian
and Serbian partner institutions, the representatives of national, regional and local governments, tourist
organisations and civil sector from Serbia (National Tourist Organisation of Serbia, Ministry of Agriculture
and Environmental Protection of the Republic of Serbia, Regional Developement Agency Zlatibor, Negotin
Municipality, Town Planning Institute of Negotin, Tourist Organisation of the Municipality of Negotin and
Leader Plus) took part in this workshop. Theese institutions were invited to participate as a focus group
in the workshop ,Local territorial needs identification” in order to present and share their experiences and
help the research group to identify the key themes, resources, problems and possibilities in relation to
developing CLLD model for Zlatibor and Negotin region. This workshop also enabeled communication,
share of experiences and strenghtening relations between all actors involved.

W2 Methodological workshop & Italian good practice in CLLD

The methodological workshop was organised as a set of presentations and discussions. It took place

in Rome, at the Di Vittorio Foundation on 14" and 15" November 2016. The partners from Di Vittorio
Foundation also organised a study trip and presentation of the Italian good practices of regional
development in Rocca Sinibalda (municipality in Natural Reserve Monte and Monte Navegna Cervia).
The participants in the workshop were the team members. The main goal of the workshop was to build
up consensus among the research partners on Serbian CLLD GIS platform Benchmark, and to agree on
detailed methodological steps and actions that are feasible to be performed in next project phase within
the project timeframe and with the available resources. At the workshop the SWOT on CLLD in Negotin
& Zlatibor was presented. The workshop also enabled collection of the good practice on spatial-analisys
techniques in Italy and Serbia, as well as on good practice in CLLD in ltaly. Based on this, the project team
discussed why spatial data matter and how GIS analysis might be used for the project purpose taking
into account local availability of data. The result of the workshop was the agreement on the conceptual
framework and the qualitative research strategy.

In-between workshops W2 and W3 the individual and collaborative work of Project team included: a)
Designing final conceptual methodological framework for the research, and b) Preparing collaborative
workshop 3 with Serbian national, regional and local stakeholders.

W3 Collaborative workshop: values and perceptions on resources in
Serbian regions

The workshop with stakeholders and the semiannual meeting of the project were held at the University of
Belgrade Faculty of Architecture on 8th and 9 th of June 2017. The goal of the workshop was to explore
perceptions and values that national, regional and local stakeholders attribute to local heritage of Zlatibor
and Eastern Serbia (Negotin) region. Participants in the workshop were invited representatives from

a) National governance level (Ministry of Finance RS, Republic Institute for the Protection of Cultural
Monuments -Belgrade, Institute for nature conservation of Serbia, Institute of Architecture & Urban and
Spatial Planning of Serbia), b) Regional governance level (Regional Development Agency Eastern Serbia
- RARIS) and c¢) Local community level, from selected municipalities Negotin and Cajetina (representatives
from local government, Municipality and Sribija Sume of Negotin, and from Local Economic Development
office and Ekoagrar association from Cajetina). The workshop with stakeholders was organised in 3
didactical steps, with the aim to enable group “thinking shifts” toward common understanding of the
significant concepts, and to initialize cognitive transformation toward common vision. In the workshop the
conceptual differences on local/regional values and heritage between stakeholders were discussed. The
result was the identification, systematisation and the conceptual agreement on what is local heritage in
Zlatibor and Eastern Serbia (Negotin) region and how it is be valued.

a) feasibility study, in order to conceptualise its application in designing and assessing web-platforms for
CLLD, and to plan future research activities, b) teritorial infromation systems (TIS) and modalities of its
application for sustainable local development, in order to better understand and discuss how, based on
former Serbian experiences, TIS might be used in LE project.

(content, form/presentation and networking). At the same time ltalian partners conducted Workshop Buone
pratiche Territoriali took place in Riserva del Navegna e del Cervia in July 2017.

W4 Research workshop + Italian good practice on CLLD

The research workshop took place from the 14th to the 16th December 2017 at the Di Vittorio Foundation
in Rome.

The final meeting/workshop of the project ,Learning Economies. Modelling Community-Led Local
Development for the Sustainable Economic Trajectories of the Negotin and Zlatibor Regions*, took place
on the 14th Decembre 2018. at the Faculty of Architecture University of Belgrade. The main goals of

Eastern Serbia region. Also, dr Elena Battaglini gave a lecture “Unfolding urban heritage conservation

as CLLD” to the UBFA Master of architecture and Master of Integral urbanism students. Finally, the ”

The second group of the results is related to
the scientific contribution of the project realised

The forth group of the results is related to
organisation of six LE projects’ workshops

that worked as platforms for dialog, sharing
and learning on concepts, methods and

good practices between international and
interdisciplinary team of the researchers, but
also between national, regional and local
stakeholders important for community led

local development. The “Learning Economies”
collaborative research project showed that
differently designed and conducted workshops
functioned as places of sharing stories and
experience, of drawing out thoughts, of sorting
things out, of cooperative learning, of encounter
with places of good practice and networking,
but also as places of dialog, design and
creative problem-solving (Zivkovié et al. 2018).

Finally, the fifth group of the results considers
successful linking between research,
development and education. The process

of work on the LE project was directly linked

to different courses at UBFA either through
project tasks (course “Theoretical ground of
sustainable urban development” and “Final
Master Project”) and workshops (“Ecological
Urban Design Studio”), but also through
lectures (E. Battaglini). Also 5 teaching
assistants took part in LE projects organisation
and realisation in Serbia and had the
opportunity to learn on new concepts, research
approaches, interdisciplinary collaboration

as well as on development characteristics of
Negotin/East Serbia and Cajetina/Zlatibor
regions. In this way LE project performed also
an educational function for the new generation
of architects and urbanists.
